NOTIFICATION

File No. RULE-503/30/2025/MED.— The State Government hereby supersedes the Chhattisgarh
Medical, Dental, and Physiotherapy Undergraduate Admission Rules, 2018, and makes the following rules for
admission to all undergraduate course seats under the State Quota in Government Medical, Dental, and
Physiotherapy Colleges of Chhattisgarh State, as well as to seats under the Government Quota, Management
Quota, and Non-Resident Indian (NRI) Quota in undergraduate courses of Private Medical, Dental, and
Physiotherapy Colleges.

RULES

1. Short title, extent and commencement:-

(1) These rules will be called the Chhattisgarh Medical, Dental and Physiotherapy Under
Graduate Admission Rules-2025.

(2) These rules shall come into force with immediate effect in the whole of the State of
Chhattisgarh.

(3) Admission to all seats in State quota undergraduate courses in Government
Medical, Dental and Physiotherapy Colleges in the State and to Government quota,
Management quota and Non-Resident Indian (NRI) quota seats in undergraduate
courses in private medical, private dental and private physiotherapy colleges shall be
given on the basis of these rules.

2. Definitions: In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,

(a) “Entrance Examination” means National Eligibility cum Entrance Test (NEET)/
Entrance Examination conducted by the Central Government authorized
examination agency;

(b) “Agency” means the examination agency appointed by the Central Board of
Secondary Education or the Central Government;

(c) “Domicile” means a candidate who is a bonafide resident of the State of
Chhattisgarh as per the instructions issued by the Government of Chhattisgarh from
time to time (Format of Certificate Schedule-l);
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(d) “Category” means any one of the five categories, namely, “Scheduled Caste”,
“Scheduled Tribe”, “Other Backward Classes” (Non-Creamy Layer), “Unreserved” and
“Economically Weaker Section “(EWS);

(e) “Class” means women, soldiers, freedom fighters, person with disability;

(f) 'Defense Class' means son/daughter of ex-servicemen who have served as Defense
Personnel, serving Defense Personnel and such Defense Personnel who died during
service or became permanently disabled during service and who are domicile of
Chhattisgarh or are presently posted in Chhattisgarh (as on before) 01 January of the
year of examination (Format of certificate Schedule -Il)

(g) 'Freedom Fighter' cadre means such candidates whose grandparents' name is
included in the list of freedom fighters maintained in the Collectorate of any district
of Chhattisgarh (Format of certificate Schedule-I11);

(h) “Person with disability” class means a person with permanent disability who falls
under the category of physically handicapped as defined under (r), (s) & (t) of section
2 of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016), but who has not
been declared ineligible for admission into MBBS/BDS by the National Medical
Commission (NMC)/Dental Council of India (DCl) (Format of Certificate of Eligibility
Schedule-IV);

(i) “No Class” means persons who do not fall under any of the classes mentioned in
clause d) of sub-section (2);

(j) '"Commission/Council' means the National Medical Commission (NMC) for MBBS
course and Dental Council of India (DCI) for BDS course;

(k) "College" means Government and private Medical / Dental / Physiotherapy colleges
situated in Chhattisgarh;

(I) “Director” means the Director of Medical Education, Chhattisgarh;

(m) 'Directorate' means the Directorate of Medical Education, Chhattisgarh;

(n) “Minority college” means a college established in the State by religious or linguistic
minorities under Article 30 of the Constitution of India and recognized or notified

under such rules as may be prescribed by the State Government;

(o) "State Government", means the Government of Chhattisgarh;
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(p) "Government Aided College" means a private medical or dental or physiotherapy
college which has received the right to use a movable property or immovable
property or Government hospital or any other Government property or has received
any assistance from the State Government in the form of financial aid;

(g) “University” means PT. DEENDAYAL UPADHYAY MEMORIAL HEALTH SCIENCES AND
AYUSH UNIVERSITY OF CHHATTISGARH, situated in Chhattisgarh;

(r) “Document” means the original document;

(s) "Government quota" means 50 percent of the seats in Private Medical College,
Private Dental College and Private Physiotherapy College (excluding NRI seats) shall
be the Government quota.

(t) "Management quota" means 50% of the seats in Private Medical College, Private
Dental College and Private Physiotherapy College (excluding NRI seats), the
remaining seats shall be Management quota.

(u) “Non-Resident Indian (NRI)” means a person as defined/declared in the
laws/rules/notifications/orders issued by the Central Government.

(v) Non-Resident Indian (NRI) quota” means that 15 percent of the seats in Private
Medical College, Private Dental College and Private Physiotherapy College shall be
Non-Resident Indian (NRI) quota.

General :-

1. The Undergraduate Degree Courses/Entrance Examination, Allotment, Admission will be
governed and regulated by the rules and regulations of the University / Government of India
/ State Government / Autonomous Society of the College for the time being in force.

2. The undergraduate courses will be full-time courses as prescribed by the
University/Government of India/State Government from the date of admission. Students
will not be allowed to do part-time private practice or any other job during the entire study
period.

3. Candidates must provide and submit correct information as required. Candidates are
advised to read the rules carefully before filling the application form and fill in the required
information completely and correctly and also attach the required documents as required,
failing which the applicant will not be entitled to the entrance exam, allotment and province
etc.

4. Every candidate must abide by the rules and regulations of the University and College and
pay the prescribed fee.

5. All instructions issued by the Government from time to time for the concerned colleges
will be applicable.
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3. Eligibility :-

(a) Eligibility for Government quota seats of Government Medical College, Government
Dental College and Government quota seats of Private Medical College and Private
Dental College :-

Only that candidate will be eligible for admission who is a citizen of India, a domicile
resident of Chhattisgarh and who has attained the minimum age of 17 years on 31
December of the examination year.

and

Who has passed the 12th class examination of Chhattisgarh Board of Secondary Education
or equivalent examination of other state boards of secondary education duly recognized by
Chhattisgarh Government in English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology / Biotechnology
subjects and has secured minimum 50% marks in total in Physics, Chemistry and Biology /
Biotechnology subjects for unreserved category and minimum 40% marks in total in for
reserved category.

and

For admission to Medical and Dental courses, a candidate who has secured minimum 50
percentile for unreserved category candidates, minimum 40 percentile for reserved
category candidates and 45 percentile for unreserved category PWD candidates as per NEET
Entrance Examination as per rule 02 (a) & (b) or category-wise minimum qualifying marks
prescribed by NEET Entrance Examination, whichever is lower will be accepted. (There will
be no minimum qualifying marks for admission to Physiotherapy course) .If the percentile is
reduced by the Central Government in all categories/any category of NEET, then that will be
valid.

(b) Eligibility for seats in Management quota of Private Medical College and Private Dental
College :- Firstly, as per Rule 03 (a), candidates of all categories will be eligible and
candidates from outside Chhattisgarh State will be eligible who fulfill all the eligibility
criteria except Rule 03 (a) being a native of the State. But reserved category candidates from
outside the State will not be given the benefit of qualifying percentile and reservation of
reserved category and will be able to get allotment only on the basis of common merit list.

(c) Non-Resident Indian (NRI) quota of private medical and dental colleges :-

Eligibility for seats will be as per Government of rules in force and the candidate must fulfill
all other eligibility criteria Rule 3(a)

except being a native, As per the rules, if Non-Resident Indian (NRI) seats remain vacant,
they can be converted into Management quota seats.
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4. Special provisions for admission in minority colleges. Minority colleges may also
determine additional other eligibility criteria for admission but they will have to give written
information in this regard to the Director by 15th March of the examination year so that
they can be included in the admission brochure.

5. Reservation of seats :-

(1) In every Government College and Government quota of Private College, 32 percent of
the seats in each institution shall be reserved for the Scheduled Tribes, 12 percent for the
Scheduled Castes and 14 percent for the Other Backward Classes (except Creamy Layer). In
every government college 10 percent seats will be reserved for EWS. To avail the benefit of
this reservation, it will be mandatory for the candidate to produce the permanent caste
certificate or EWS certificate of Chhattisgarh State.

(2) There will be horizontal reservation of 3 percent for Defense Class, 3 percent for
freedom fighter class, 5 percent for Person with disability class and 30 percent for women
class in all categories.

(3) Seats reserved for person with disability shall be filled up as per the eligibility criteria
prescribed by NMC.

Disability Certificate :- Only the certificate issued by the State Medical Board Chhattisgarh
will be accepted. This certificate will be issued by the State Medical Board after receiving
application from the candidate applies and after conducting all examinations and tests.
Certificates issued one day before admission will be valid.

(4) In all categories, 3% horizontal reservation is available for Defense Class, 3% for freedom
fighter class and 5% for PWD class. Candidates applying in these class, if eligible in the said
class, will be able to get allotment of seats of the respective class and if the seats of the class
get exhausted, then eligible candidates of the class will be eligible for allotment as per merit
in their category. But if after applying in the class, they are found ineligible in the scrutiny,
then they are excluded from the merit list, that is, they become ineligible for counselling.

6. Selection Process:-

(a) Application for National Eligibility cum Entrance Test (NEET) for entrance examination
conducted by authorized agency

(1) Online applications will be invited for the entrance examination as per the dates fixed by
the Agency.
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(2) The entries in the online application which are directly taken from the examination result
data provided by the Central Government, along with the entries like mobile number, e-mail
address entered by the applicant himself, will remain unchanged.

(b) Result of Examination: The Agency will declare the category wise merit list and marks list
of all the candidates. Only the list of eligible candidates from the said merit list will be made
available to the Directorate by the National Examination Agency.

Only eligible candidates will be included in the merit list as per Rule 3 and Rule 4. Eligible
candidates will be allotted colleges and courses through counselling as per Rule 7 according
to the order of the merit list on the seats available in the state quota.

7. Counselling Process :- The entire counselling process will be conducted online as per the
instructions given by NMC.

Online counselling will be done by the Directorate as per Rule-3 on the basis of merit list
prepared as per Rule-6 for admission to available seats in undergraduate courses of
Government Medical College of the State, Government quota seats of Private Medical
College and Management quota and NRI quota seats of Private Medical College/Seats of
Government Dental College of the State, Government quota seats of Private Dental College
and Management quota and NRI quota seats of Private Dental College/Seats of Government
Physiotherapy College of the State, Government quota seats of Private Physiotherapy
College and Management quota and NRI quota seats of Private Physiotherapy College on
the basis of merit list prepared as per Rule-6.

(i) After the merit list is declared as mentioned above, online applications will be invited for
the seats in Chhattisgarh State. The eligibility or any other information entered at the time
of online application such as domicile, category, class will be immutable. Therefore,
especially before selecting your category, class, make sure to inspect the certificate of the
desired time period in the desired format.

Candidates will have the option to change the institute selection in each round of
counselling.

The Directorate will conduct online counselling in four rounds namely the first, second,
mop-up round and stray vacancy round, the time-table of which will be published
(announced) on the Directorate's website from time to time. In case seats remain vacant
after the fourth round, the number of rounds of online counselling can be increased before
the last date of admission.

(i) Online counselling will include the process of registration, Choice filling , allotment,
verification of original documents and admission to the allotted seats.

(iii) An amount of Rs. 1000/- (Rs. One thousand only) for unreserved category and OBC
category and Rs. 500/- (Rs. Five thousand only) for Scheduled Tribe, Scheduled Caste and Rs.
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10000/- (Rs. Ten thousand only) for NRI quota shall be payable to the Director of Medical
Education as online counselling fee.

(iv) Online application and registration process will be available at every round of
counselling. If special instructions are given by the Medical Counselling Committee (MCC)
for registration, then they will be followed.

(v) Fresh merit list will be issued at each round.

(vi) As per the counselling schedule published on the website, the candidate will have to fill
in the options. Candidates will be able to give options for all the available colleges and
courses in sequence. Note: Candidates should not fill only one option, they should enter
multiple options as per their wish.

(vii) Allocation of course and college will be done as per the merit list which will be displayed
on the Directorate's website. Accordingly, it will be mandatory to complete the verification
and admission process within the stipulated time period. For this, the candidate should visit
the website regularly. The candidate will be fully responsible for failing to get information in
this process.

(viii) After allotment, it will be mandatory for the candidates to appear in person at the
allotted institution for verification of documents by the last date of admission mentioned in
the allotment letter. In case the candidate does not appear for verification at the allotted
institution after the allotment, he will automatically be out of the counselling and admission
process in the current academic session.

It will be compulsory to take admission in Government Medical College, but it will not be
compulsory to take admission in Private Medical College/Government Dental
College/Private Dental Colleges. However, it is compulsory for all the allotted candidates to
undergo scrutiny and qualify in the scrutiny. However, candidates who do not take
admission in the allotted Government Medical College will be out of the counselling process.
On qualifying in the scrutiny of documents, the candidates will be able to give the option of
taking admission in the allotted Government Medical Institution and remain in the
counselling process. Whereas, candidates other than Government Medical College, who are
eligible in the scrutiny of the allotted college, will be able to give the option of remaining in
the second counselling without taking admission in the institution.

Once a seat in a subject and institute is allotted to a candidate in any round of counselling or
allotment process, the same subject and same institute will not be allotted to him/her
again.

(ix) Candidates who choose the option of taking admission will have to take a print out of
the allotment letter from the website and complete their admission process in the allotted
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college as per the released time table. After admission, the candidate will have the option to
continue in the counselling process or make his admission permanent and opt out of all the
subsequent rounds of counselling on the portal;

(x) (1) The College will get the documents scrutinized on presentation of the candidate and
the candidate will have to submit a medical Fitness Certificate for the course from the
Committee constituted by the Medical College or the District Medical Board after depositing
the prescribed medical examination fee.

(2) The candidate shall be granted admission only after he/she qualifies in the document
scrutiny and medical examination;

(3) If they fail in the above mentioned process i.e. are disqualified, they will be declared
ineligible from the admission process for the current academic session;

(4) The candidates will have to complete all the formalities, pay the requisite fee within the
prescribed last date of admission and take admission in the college allotted to them.

(5) In case of change of college/course after upgradation, the difference in the tuition fee of
the colleges allotted through first stage counselling (less/more) will be handed over to the
candidate or taken from the candidate respectively as the case may be. For government
institute, the remaining amount will be transferred by the previously admitted institute to
the newly allotted institute and as per rules, 10 percent of the tuition fee will be deducted
as processing fee.

Candidates who opt to remain in the counselling process will be allotted courses and
colleges in the second round in the order of merit list and only those students who have
filled the option of upgradation on the portal after allotment in the first round of counselling
will be able to get upgradation in the second counselling and it will be mandatory to take
admission in the subject and institute allotted to them in the upgradation, because in the
upgradation process, the applicant who is upgraded and allotted a new subject and
institute, his seat in the first counselling is considered vacant immediately and is allotted to
the next candidate as per his merit. Hence, the subject and institute allotted to him in the
first counselling cannot be continued.

If a candidate admitted in a Government/Private institution leaves the seat before the last
date of third round admission, then 10% of the tuition fee will be deducted from the
deposited fee as processing fee and the remaining amount will be returned to the
candidate.

(6) Candidates will have to submit all original documents at the time of admission to the
College;
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(xi) Second round counselling will also be done through online process. In which eligible
candidates who are eligible after scrutiny after the first counselling allotment, and who do
not take admission and opt to remain in the counselling process by following the rule 7 (viii),
will be allotted courses and colleges in the second round in the order of merit list and only
those students admitted after allotment in first round of counselling, who have filled the
option for upgradation, will be eligible for upgradation in the second counselling and the
previously registered unallocated candidates and newly registered candidates as per their
merit will also be eligible for second counselling;

(xii) Students admitted in the Institute after allotment in the first online counselling will be
eligible for upgradation only in the second online counselling.

Students admitted in the institute after allotment in second counselling will not be able to
participate in future counselling or final allotment and all admitted candidates will be
required to pay the amount of prescribed bond mentioned for cancellation of admission
after the last date of admission fixed after third round counselling.

(xiii) The third round (mop-up round) of counselling will be conducted online for the seats
left vacant after the second round of counselling till the last date of admission to the
college.

(xiv) The third round (mop-up round) admission process will also be online, in which seats in
State Government Medical College, Government quota seats in Private Medical College,
Management quota and NRI quota seats of Private Medical College/seats in State
Government Dental College, Government quota seats in Private Dental College,
Management quota and NRI quota seats of Private Dental College will be included.

In the third round (mop-up round) of admission process, newly registered and previously
registered unallocated/unadmitted/admitted candidates admitted in dental colleges will
only be eligible for admission in medical colleges. (But those who were previously allotted
seats in government medical colleges and did not take admission will be ineligible)

Only those candidates who are not allotted/unadmitted and newly registered in the third
round (mop-up round) of admission process will be eligible for admission in Government
Dental College/Private Dental College. (But those who were allotted seats in Government
Dental College earlier and did not take admission will be ineligible).

Only the eligible candidates as per above will be able to participate in the third round (mop-
up round) allotment and admission process.

(xv) For stray vacancy/ 4th round counselling only those candidates who have already
registered and who have not been allotted in the previous rounds and the newly registered
candidates will be eligible.
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(xvi) If a candidate does not take admission after allotment in any round except for the first
round of counselling the security deposit amount will be forfeited.

(xvii) Once a seat in a subject and institute is allotted to a candidate in any round of
counselling or allotment process, the same subject and same institute will not be allotted to
him/her again.

(xviii) For under graduates seats of physiotherapy courses online counselling process will be
conducted for all the rounds.

(xix) Instructions regarding counselling and eligibility will be published separately by the
Director in the form of a brochure, which will be available on the Directorate's website.
Candidates are directed to start the process of online application only after thoroughly
reviewing the brochure regarding their eligibility and counselling process, since registration
is done in every round. Therefore, the option of editing the online application will be
available to the candidates in every round.

(xx) (A) List of documents required for scrutiny of counselling-

1. NEET Exam Admit Card

2. NEET Exam Score Card

3. Class 10th mark sheet / birth certificate (for age)

4. Class 12th mark sheet

5. Chhattisgarh State Domicile Certificate (if applicable)

6. Permanent caste certificate of Chhattisgarh state (if applicable)

7. Caste certificate for OBC and income certificate of any one of the last three years issued
by the Tehsil office or Form-16 which fulfils the criteria issued by the General Administration
Department of Chhattisgarh.

or
If the parent of the candidate is in government service, then the service certificate

confirming that he is in the non-creamy layer as per the norms issued by the General
Administration Department, Ministry of Chhattisgarh.

8. Certificate as per appendix for Class Defense/PWD/Freedom Fighter (Note: For PWD it is
mandatory to submit certificate as per appendix) (if applicable)

(B) List of documents and fees required for admission in the college after scrutiny:-

1. Allotment letter
2. Government Service Bond (Applicable only for MBBS course)

3. Breakage Bond (Applicable to MBBS/BDS/BPT Courses)
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4. Medical Fitness Certificate (See Rule No. 7 (x) 1)

5. Transfer Certificate / Transfer Certificate with Character Certificate

6. Character Certificate (issued by School/College/Gazetted Officer)

7. Migration Certificate (if student of other university time can be provided with affidavit)
8. Gap Certificate (if applicable)

9. Aadhaar Card/Any other valid photo ID (like ID card issued by school or college/Driving
License/Passport)

10. 04 copies of passport size colour photographs made from the same negative

11. Fee - (i) Tuition fee.
(ii) Bank guarantee for one year's tuition fee for private medical colleges.

It is necessary to bring two sets of self attested photo copies of all the above documents.

8. Conversion/Transfer of reserved seats to other reserved category/unreserved
category:-

(1) In case of non-availability of candidate of any reserved category for the remaining seats
in any reserved category after allotment in second round of counselling, those seats will be
converted/transferred as per the provisions of Chhattisgarh Educational Institution (Pravesh
Me Reservation) Adhiniyam, 2012 (No. 9 of 2012) and allotment list will be issued only after
conversion. The reserved category seats of Management Quota and NRI Quota of Private
Medical Colleges will be first allotted to the candidates who are domicile of the State after
conversion.

(2) In case of non-availability of eligible candidate in any class of category, the said class
shall be converted into "No class of the basic category".

(3) In the process of change of class/category, change of class will take place first and then
change of category.

(4) If eligible candidates are not available in the reserved category, the vacant seats will be
converted into other categories as per above sub-rule.

For example, if a seat of "Defense Class" of Scheduled Tribe category remains vacant, then
firstly its class will be changed and after being changed, that seat will become a "No Class"
seat, thus that seat will be converted into a No Class seat of Scheduled Tribe category. If a
seat of "No Class" of Scheduled Tribe category remains vacant, then its category will be
changed so that it will be converted into a "No Class" seat of Scheduled Caste. It is clear
from this that any "Class" seat will first be converted into " No Class " and only after that its
category will be changed as per rules.
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(5) In case eligible candidates are not available in EWS category, the vacant seats will be
converted into unreserved category as above.

9. Conversion of Government quota seats into Management quota seats- If the
Government quota seats remain vacant after the second round of counselling, they will be
converted into Management quota seats after the last date fixed for admission in the
second round of counselling of State quota.

The reserved category seats of NRI Quota of Private Medical Colleges will be first
allotted to the candidates who are domicile of the State after conversion.

10. Bond for candidates taking admission in MBBS course to serve under the State
Government -

(i) It shall be compulsory for a student admitted to MBBS course of Government Medical
Colleges, that after successful completion of the under graduation course, he shall work as a
Medical Officer in Government Health Centre or Government Medical College as Junior
Registrar /Demonstrator /Junior Resident for a period of one year as directed by the
Government. This shall not be compulsory for other courses (BDS, BPT).

(ii) Bond to work under the Government (Format Schedule V) At the time of admission a
candidate shall have to furnish a bond in the prescribed form that he/she agrees to the
provisions of Rule 10(1) and that in case he/she opts not to work under the Government
he/she will deposit the bond amount as prescribed in Rule 10(3). Only after he/she has
deposited the full amount due will be issued a No Objection Certificate as prescribed.

(iii) The amount of the bond will be Rs. 25,00,000/- (Rs. Twenty lakhs only for unreserved
category candidates) and the amount of the bond will be Rs. 20,00,000/- (Rs. Twenty lakhs
only) for reserved category students.

(iv) Candidates admitted to MBBS course under these rules will initially be awarded
provisional graduation degree after successful completion of the course. Initially only
provisional registration of graduation qualification will be made in the State Medical
Register by the State Medical Council.

(v) Within one month of the declaration of the result of the final year, the list of all the
candidates who have successfully completed the undergraduate course shall be sent to the
Commissioner by the concerned Medical College.

(vi) After completion of MBBS course, within a period of six months, CG Government,
Medical Education Department will issue appointment order to such graduate doctors,
failing which the bond filled by the candidate will be deemed to be automatically cancelled.

(vii) After fulfilling the service period condition as per rule 10 (1) or after all dues have been
deposited as per rule 10 (3) or after obtaining a bank guarantee from the candidate for the
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balance period, as the case may be (depending on the option exercised by the candidate),
the Commissioner shall issue a No Objection Certificate to the candidate.

(viii) The candidate will thereafter submit the said No Objection Certificate to the Dean of
his/her college, on whose recommendation the final degree will be awarded by the
University.

(ix) Permanent registration of graduation qualification in the State Medical Council Register
will be done only on the basis of the final degree awarded to the candidate.

(x) Penalty for not complying with rule 10 (1) If a candidate opts to serve under the
Government and is found guilty of not complying with rule 10(1), the entire amount of the
bond as mentioned in rule 10 (iii) shall be recovered from the candidate as arrears of land
revenue by the appointing office under sub-rule (vi) above. Such candidate shall not be
granted No Objection Certificate as mentioned in rule 10(vii) until the entire amount due is
recovered.

11. Penalty bond for leaving the seat in the middle of MBBS, BDS and BPT courses admitted
in Government and Private colleges after the last date of admission. On leaving the seat
after the last date of admission of third round of counselling, it will be mandatory for the
candidate to pay compensation amount as per the following table.

In special circumstances, if a previously eligible medically fit student becomes
medically unfit during the course and is declared unfit for the medical course by the State
Medical Board, then exemption in bond amount can be given.

12. Cancellation of Admission - If it is found that a candidate has succeeded in getting
admission in a college by giving false/incorrect information or by suppressing relevant facts
or if it is found at any time after admission that the candidate has got admission due to
some mistake or omission, then the admission given to the candidate shall be cancelled by
the Head of the College during his/her study period can be automatically cancelled without
any notice. If dissatisfied with the decision of the head of the institution, one can appeal to
the office director of medical education. In case of any dispute or doubt regarding
admission, the decision of the appellate officer Commissioner/Director, Medical Education,
Chhattisgarh will be final and binding on all concerned.

13. Eligibility and rules information for Non-Resident Indian Quota
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(A) Eligibility:- Only that candidate will be eligible for admission who is a citizen of India, a
domicile of Chhattisgarh or a resident outside the state and who has attained the minimum
age of 17 years on 31 December of the examination year.

and
Who has passed the 12th class examination of Chhattisgarh Board of Secondary Education
or equivalent examination of other state boards of secondary education duly recognized by
Chhattisgarh Government in English, Physics, Chemistry and Biology / Biotechnology
subjects and has secured minimum 50% marks in total in Physics, Chemistry and Biology /
Biotechnology subjects for unreserved category and minimum 40% marks in total in for
reserved category.

and
For admission to Medical and Dental courses, who has secured minimum 50 percentile for
unreserved category candidates, minimum 40 percentile for reserved category candidates
and 45 percentile for unreserved category PWD candidates in the entrance examination (as
per NEET Rule 02 (a) (b)) or the category-wise minimum qualifying marks prescribed by
NEET entrance examination, whichever is the lowest, will be considered. (There will be no
minimum qualifying marks for admission to Physiotherapy course) If the percentile is
reduced by the Central Government in all categories/any category of NEET, then that will be
valid.
(B) Last date for admission in NRI quota, reservation and fee: - According to CG Gazette
Notification No. F 21-10/2017/9/55-4 Publication No. 279 dated 03 July 2017, out of 15
percent NRI quota seats in every private college, 32 percent seats will be reserved for
scheduled tribes, 12 percent for scheduled castes and 14 percent for other backward classes
(except creamy layer), institution-wise.

Students admitted under NRI category will have to pay the fee in foreign currency and it
will be mandatory to produce the receipt at the time of admission.

(c) Eligibility and documents for the benefit of Non-Resident Indian contribution:-

1. The NRI sponsor should confirm the blood relationship of the candidate with the
candidate on the mother or father's side in the candidate's generation or two generations
back (e.g. relationship with father, mother, brother, sister, brother and sister's child, uncle,
uncle's child, maternal uncle, maternal uncle's child, aunt, maternal aunt's child, paternal
grandfather, grandmother, grandfather's grandmother). For this, the family tree certificate
should be issued by the Tehsildar or the higher officer's office.

2. Proof of residence abroad like Green Card / Copy of Passport with valid visa / Strong
document related to citizenship / Proof of work for 181 days or more / Any other strong
document which fulfills this point.
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3. OCI (Overseas citizen of India) candidates will also be eligible for General Category NRI
seats, (as per directions given by the Hon'ble Supreme Court in W.P.C. 891 of 2021 dated
03-02-2023)

4. NRE/NRI/Equivalent bank account statement copy.

5. Work permit for a minimum period of 181 days or more/copy of Green Card who fulfils
the criteria mentioned in point no. 02.

6. The sponsor's income must be sufficient to pay the fees for the respective course and the
fees must be paid in foreign currency.

In addition to the above, the documents mentioned in Rule 7(xx) also need to be supplied.

(d) Last date of admission in NRI quota Every private professional college shall give
admission to candidates in NRI quota 10 days before the last date of admission which will be
the last date of admission for NRI quota.

14. Other orders and instructions issued by the Central Government or Medical Council of
India or Dental Council of India or the Honourable Supreme Court regarding counselling
date, procedure, minimum qualifying marks, fee etc. will be implemented upon receipt
within the time limit.

15. Removal of Difficulties :- In the event of any difficulty arising in connection with these
rules, the State Government may issue orders for its removal.

16. Expiry of Merit List - After the last date of admission for the said academic session is
fixed by the Hon'ble Supreme Court, the merit list will expire and the vacant seat(s) will
lapse.

17. Repeal.- From the date of coming into force of these rules all the previous rules relating
to 'Chhattisgarh Medical and Dental Graduates/Physiotherapy Entrance Examination' shall
stand repealed, however the procedure followed under those rules will be valid.

Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956), the Medical Council of India with the previous sanction of the Central Government,
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hereby makes the following Regulations to further amend the “Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997”,
namely: -

1. (i) These Regulations may be called the “Regulations on Graduate Medical Education (Amendment), 2018.
(ii) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the “Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997, following clause shall be added after 5A(3):-

5A@4) — In order to prevent seat blocking in common counseling for admission to MBBS course and
permissibility to exercise fresh choice during counseling, forfeiture of fee shall be in accordance with
the Matrix contained in “Appendix — F”.

3. In the “Regulations on Graduate Medical Education, 1997”, in Appendix ‘F’ the following “Note” shall be added
below the Time Schedule for completion of the admission process for first MBBS course for the academic year 2018-19
and onwards: -

Note:

1. All India Quota Seats (15%) remaining vacant after last date for joining, i.e. 22" July of the present
Admission year will be deemed to be converted into State quota.

2. Institute/college/courses permitted after 31st May will not be considered for admission/ allotment of seats
for current academic year.

3. In any circumstances, last date for admission/joining will not be extended after 31st August.

4. For the purpose of ensuring faithful obedience to the above time-schedule, Saturday, Sunday or Holidays
(except National Holiday on account of Independence Day, 15th August) shall be treated as working

days.
5. The following Matrix shall be applicable with regard to permissibility to students to exercise fresh choice during
counseling:-
